Program Details

This program supports the development of teacher residents in Mathematics, Science,  Early Childhood Education, and Special Education (Elementary, Middle, or High School).

Who are Teacher Residents?

Teacher residents are those who meet the application requirements for Albany State University, have a minimum undergraduate GPA of 3.0, complete the attached application, and complete an interview with the selection committee.

Teacher Residents Get

Accepted teacher residents will receive a $15,000 stipend through the school district in which they are a Teacher Resident.  Upon their successful completion of the Residence Program are ensured a job with that school district in a high-need school when the Teacher Residence program is successfully completed.  

All teacher residents will be accepted into the appropriate Albany State University teacher training program and will complete coursework towards a master degree and teacher certificate within 18 months.  They will receive infusion of Special Education, technology, and literacy across the content areas in their ASU College of Education coursework.  

During their residency, these teacher residents will be assigned for a full year of mentorship by a qualified mentor teacher in a high-need school.  

All residents must commit to a three-year service obligation at a high-need school in a high-need subject area and participate in an annual conference.

Eligibility

Applicants for the 2015 Teacher Residency Program must
· Provide proof of US citizenship or permanent U.S. resident status

· Meet all Albany State University application requirements

· Have a minimum 3.0 undergraduate GPA

· Submit a completed CREST-Ed Teacher residency application (see attached) by May 15, 2015

· Complete an interview with the selection committee
